must be in a new class of interest at the same time continuing in their current 

instruction.



We have been a part of the arts based and movement instruction programs in the Woodward area for over 30 
yrs. and want to give something back to the communities that have supported our programs. Therefore, we 
are giving away a total of 42 four month tuition scholarships in dance, music, art, cheer,and tumbling. We are 
also offering a one month tuition scholarship in a class of choice for each entry received. 

One month scholarships- choice of June or September class. Those selecting the June class will have an option 
of paying for the last half of the summer session (July) but must select this option at the time of selecting the 
summer session. Please contact our office for details.

Four month scholarship- September through December

Notice:

A registration fee will not be charged during the  scholarship period, but to continue in the class afterwards or 
to change to another class, a yearly registration fee is required.

Some classes do require special foot wear and dance wear to participate in the class and the scholarships do 
not cover this. Students not abiding by the dress code are not allowed to participate.

Some music classes may require a personal instrument and the scholarship does not cover this. Such as a 
guitar.

During the scholarship period, you make take another class at full tuition price and registration fee.

Current students may apply for the scholarships as long as it in in a different class of interest and that they 
continue with their current instruction track.

The number of scholarship students is limited in a class to be sure it is a viable class and can support the need 
for a teacher.

We reserve the right to cancel or consolidate a class that does not make enrollment levels that supports the 
class.

Former students, with cleared accounts,  are welcome to submit an application.
